HOMEWORK 3

Create a new folder in your csit1300 directory called editText. Navigate yourself to this new directory and create a text file called txt which contains the result of the finger command with $LOGNAME as the only argument, followed by the cal command with no arguments, followed by the ls command with / as the only argument, and the ls command with /usr/games as the only argument. HINT: on one command line run these in sequence by separating them with semicolons and by enclosing it all in parenthesis they become one unitary set in which you can redirect the entire output to txt.
Once you have your file and verify that it looks correct (if not redo it), then make 4 copies of this file named txtPico, txtEmacs, txtVi, and txtDOS. You know should have the following structure.

You are to edit each of the txt files using the editor that is identified in the name, and save it. After you finish editing a file with EACH editor, run the ls command to see if a backup temporary file was created by that editor (do not delete such files). I want you to do the following editorial changes using each of the different editors:

1. Insert your name, date, and class (csit1300-Unix and Linux Systems) as the first 3 lines of the file, followed by a blank line.
2. Insert a line that consists of a row of exactly 10 *’s following the finger command output, the cal command output, and the first ls command output, to separate these parts.

3. Edit EVERY line of output for the cal command by inserting a tab at the start of the line so that the entire calendar is indented by one tab.

4. Insert 2 more spaces before each column of day values in the calendar and modify the titles so that they are right-aligned over day values, with these abbreviated names: Sun, Mon, Tues, Wed, Thur, Fri, Sat. You will need to insert a space or two as needed to get the titles to align correctly.
For txtDOS, use Windows to connect to your \\trinity space as a network drive and navigate to the editText folder. Then open and edit txtDOS directly using Notepad (or Wordpad) and make the above editorial changes.

When you are finished, these 4 files should be identical or nearly so. Therefore, do not try to embellish each of them with extra comments. We will use different Unix commands later to compare them to each other.

Finally, create readme.txt in editText using the editor of your choice, which has your name, date, and course info at the top and descriptive text showing the command-line(s) you entered to create the txt file, your observations/challenges for each editor, and whether that editor created a backup/temp file after editing it (and the name it gave to it). Don’t submit that file because you will leave it in the editText folder for me to see.
