1. Figure out the find commands needed to do the following and write them down below, after actually doing them when you are logged in. Also, write down the number of files that were found below by reentering the same find command and piping it into the wc command.

a. Find all .txt files in your own home directory

b. Find all .jpg files in /home/jsjones/public_html. Suppress any permission denied error messages by redirection stderr output to /dev/null.
c. Find all .htm or .html files in /srv/www/htdoc. Suppress any permission denied error messages by redirection stderr output to /dev/null.
d. Find all files in your own home directory in which write permission has been given to someone other than the owner (group or other).

e. Find all files in your own home directory that have been changed in the last week.

f. Find all files in /srv/www/htdoc that are larger than 1M. Suppress any permission denied error messages by redirection stderr output to /dev/null.

2. Create a tar file for your entire csit1300 folder. It should be called csit1300.tar. How large is this file?

3. Compress the tar file using gzip. What is the name of your file and how large is it?

4. From your compressed tar file, unzip and untar it to a new folder named csit1300-2. Run the diff command to see if there are differences between csit1300 and csit1300-2.
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
