HW08
Write a script named filecount.sh that takes a directory argument and an extension and prints the number of files you have in that directory or any subdirectory of it. The examples below should illustrate what the script should do. 
Examples:

$ filecount.sh  ~  gif

You have 25 gif files

$ filecount.sh images jpg

You have 4 jpg files

$ filecount.sh abcd/efg txt

Error: 'abcd/efg' is not a directory. First argument must be a directory.

$ filecount.sh ~/public_html/images

Error: The second argument is missing. It must be a file extension.

$ filecount.sh

USAGE:  filecount.sh  DIRECTORY  FILE-EXTENSION

$ filecount.sh . TXT

You have 0 txt files

Method:

You will probably use the ls command with the R argument for recursive descent to list all files. Basically you want to grep all lines that end with whatever was entered for the second argument, with a dot just before it (unless the user included the dot in the second argument). In other words, .jpg, jpg, and JPG should all be treated identically.

HW08b - THE FOLLOWING ASSIGNMENT WAS CANCELLED

Write a script that prints a sorted list of every SERVER-NAME that is referenced immediately following “http://” in any .html file within a user’s website on trinity. You should sort them and print each SERVER-NAME only once with a count, resorted in descending order on the number of occurrences. The argument for the command should be a username, but if the username argument is not given then use the current user’s username. The search takes place in the user’s public_html directory and any subdirectories.
