HW11 - PHP
This assignment will illustrate use of sequential arrays in PHP, together with for and foreach statements. You are to create a php file named hw11.php which generates a form in which the action of the form is to return back to hw11.php. The form should contain the following elements:

1. A drop down select field that contains 25 random numbers between 1 and 1000, in sorted order. The way to do this is with a loop that repeats 25 times, putting a new random number into a growing array. When finished, sort the array. After that, you use a loop to print each <option>-tag for each element of the array (which is now in sorted order sorted). The name attribute on this can be set to whatever name you like, perhaps something like ‘n’ (for number) or ‘random’.
2. A collection of radio buttons that are generated, one per element in an array that you create with 5 or more items. These will be generated in the order that you put them into the array. The name attribute can be of your choosing, but you should come up with something that makes sense for a one-and-only-one choice. For example, highest level of schooling might have values to choose from like, “Elementary”, “Middle School”, “High School”, “College Freshman”, etc., in which case the attribute name might be set to something like ‘edu’.
3. A collection of checkboxes that are generated, one per element in another array that you create with at least 20 different items (I suggest that the last one be called “Other” or “None of these”). Again, you can choose your own idea for this, but it should be something in which many choices at the same time are possible, like favorite desserts.
Beneath these form elements (including the submit button) there should be a horizontal rule and beneath that you should print out all of the items that were passed to this page as data. For instance, let’s suppose that the name attributes that you used for 1, 2, and 3, above, were n, edu, and hobbies. The output might look something like this:

n is 231


edu is College Junior


hobbies are the following 5:

   Cooking


   Canoeing


   Baseball

Notice that the count of the items sent for hobbies is included in the output above. If no data is passed to the page, then simply print the phrase, under the horizontal rule,
